SECTION 21 OF THE TOWN POLICE CLAUSES ACT 1847

FOR THE PREVENTION OF OBSTRUCTION

WHEREAS during certain hours on Saturday 20th September 2008 the roads referred to below will be thronged and liable to be obstructed, the Royal Borough of Windsor & Maidenhead, pursuant to the powers conferred by Section 21 of the Town Police Clauses Act 1847, do HEREBY ORDER AND DIRECT that for the purposes of preventing obstruction in the roads specified below on the said day, the following regulations shall be observed between 11.00am and 12.15pm.
1. The lengths of roads specified in the Schedule shall be closed to all vehicles except those listed in Regulation 2 listed below.


2. The roads shall remain open between 11.00am and 12.15pm to:-


(a) Vehicles belonging to the Fire, Ambulance and Police Services


(b) Vehicles belonging to residents of buildings to which access is impossible except by the said road


(c) Bicycles and invalid carriages


(d) Vehicles permitted onto the road by a Police Officer


3.
The length of roads specified in the Schedule shall be closed when indicated by a police constable in uniform


The Penalty for infringement of the said Regulations is a fine not exceeding £1,000
